The Rules and Regulations of the Student Dormitories of 

Wroclaw Medical University

I. General Provisions

Art. 1

1. The Student Dormitories, hereinafter referred to as the "SD", are places of residence, study 
and rest for students/PhD students and other authorised persons.

2. Student organizations can have their registered offices in the SD upon  the approval of the Head of Student Affairs Department or the Head of Student Dormitories Section. 

3. Wroclaw Medical University is not responsible for the property of the SD resident on the premises of the campus. 

II. Residents' responsibilities
Art. 2

The residents of Student Dormitories are obliged to:

1. Comply with these Rules and Regulations and with all regulations concerning health, safety, 
fire and sanitation, and with other provisions of the Head of Student Affairs Department 
and the Head of Student Dormitories Section applicable at Student Dormitories, including the campus.

2. Use the allocated room in the SD in a manner consistent with the rules of social co-existence.


3. Secure their property (also applies to motor vehicles and bicycles)
at the premises of the SD, on their own account.

4. Report all noted technical defects, damage or shortages in equipment at the reception desk of the dormitory on an ongoing basis (template report on damage or shortages
 in the equipment - Appendix 1a). In the case of proved damage or shortages in appliances/equipment in the room, a resident is obliged to: 

a) make a repair or cover the cost of repair; or

b) repurchase equipment or cover the cost of repurchase.

5. Keep the room and common spaces in order and clean as well as segregate waste and take it out of the building to a designated place.

6. Make timely payments for the room at the SD. In the event of arrears in payment of twice the rent, the Head of Student Affairs or the Head of Student Dormitories  Section has the right to evict a resident within 7 days from the date of delivery of the Eviction Decision (Appendix 1b).   

7. Have their own bed linen (duvet covers, pillowcases and sheets). 

8. Show a valid resident card upon each entrance to the grounds and premises of the campus. 

III. Visits

Art. 3

1. Visits are allowed between 7.00 am – 12.00 midnight

2. It is an obligation of the visitor to fill in the Statement of persons entering the dormitories, which constitutes Appendix 1c, and leave an ID document with a photograph at the reception desk of the SD (e.g. urban card, driving licence, student ID).

3. Persons visiting the SD after 12.00 pm are considered to be spending 
the night in the SD, which is subject to an accommodation fee. The fee is to be paid to the SD reception desk employee, according to the price list. 

4. Visitors under the influence of alcohol or drugs and aggressive persons will not be permitted to enter the SD.

5. The SD residents take full responsibility for their visitors (including financial responsibility).

6. A representative of the SD administration has the right to verify the identity of persons staying 
in the SD at any time.

7. The employees of the Student Affairs Department have the right to refuse entry to persons not residing in the SD without giving a reason.

IV. Order regulations

Art. 4

1.
The SD residents are not allowed to:

1) pass keys to their rooms to third parties,

2) leave visitors in their room in the absence of the residents without notifying 
an employee of the SD administration,

3) conduct business activity in the SD and register a business at the SD address,

4) keep animals in the room, 

5) store flammable and corrosive materials as well as weapons and ammunition in the room,

6) take items owned by Wroclaw Medical University outside the SD,

7) organise social events disturbing their roommates or residents of other rooms (including loud music or loud use of other audiovisual equipment),

8) make permanent changes in the room, i.e.: rearrange furniture, destroy walls,
 equipment, window- and door frame-woodwork, including by nailing,
 sticking posters,

9) using equipment that may cause life-threatening situations and fire 
hazard as well as electric stoves, kettles, deep fryers, toasters, etc. in the rooms,

10) possess, take, bring in and sell alcohol or drugs as well as smoke,

11) leave gas stoves and other heating equipment on and unattended, 

12) put up adverts, announcements, posters, etc. except on designated boards,

13) block traffic and escape routes with any objects (i.e. bicycles, clothes dryers),

14) bring own furniture and equipment to the SD without the consent of the administration,

15) leave motor vehicles on marked fire escape routes,

16) abandon motor vehicles on the campus, 

17) store in rooms and public spaces any items which intended use or quantity may indicate trading intentions.

Art. 5

1. The night quiet time is from 10.00 pm to 6.00 am. 

2. A document authorising to enter the SD is a valid resident card issued by the SD administration.

3. The SD residents may change the assigned place 
or room during the year only with the consent of the SD administration.

4. The SD administration may move residents to other room during the academic year due to the need to use the available spaces in full.

5. The residents of a room in the SD do not have the right to refuse accommodation of a new roommate
directed by the administration of the SD to the vacancy.

6. In justified cases, the SD administration employee may, as a member of a relevant commission
 (i.e. minimum two employees of the Student Affairs Office) enter the room
 in the residents' absence.

7. For sanitary reasons, an administrative employee of the Student Affairs Office shall have the right to remove items left in the generally accessible rooms in the SD (kitchen in particular).

8. The University shall not be responsible for utility outages or any damage
 to property of a resident of or a guest to the SD caused by the said outages.

Art. 6

1.
The SD residents may use the student Lounge in the SD. The Rules and Regulations of the Lounge constitute Appendix 1d hereto.

The SD residents may have a barbecue in a designated place on the campus subject to the health and safety regulations and fire safety regulations, provided that it is reported to the SD reception desk and noted in writing in the barbecue register. After the end of the barbecue, SD residents are obliged to clean the place up 
and leave it intact and safe.

Art. 7

Non-compliance herewith may result in eviction from the SD under the Eviction Decision constituting Appendix 1b within 7 days of the date of receipt thereof.
